1. ………………………………….
He was a major scholar of the English language, specialising in Old and Middle English. Twice Professor of Anglo-Saxon (Old English) at the University of Oxford, he also wrote      a number of stories, but is famous for three books which are set in a pre-historic era in          an invented version of our world which he called by the Middle English name of Middle-earth.

2. ………………………………….
An American songwriter, singer, artist, and writer. He has been influential in popular music and culture for more than five decades. His songs of political and social protest greatly influenced young people in the 1960s. Early songs such as ‘Blowin' in the Wind’ and ‘The Times They Are A-Changin'’ became anthems for the American civil rights and anti-war movements. In 2016, he received the Nobel Prize in Literature ‘for having created new poetic expressions within the great American song tradition’.

3. ………………………………….
He was a filmmaker and producer who pioneered many techniques in the suspense and psychological thriller genres. After a successful career in his native United Kingdom in both silent films and early talkies, he moved to Hollywood. He directed more than fifty feature films in a career spanning six decades. His most famous films are: ‘The Man Who Knew Too Much’, ‘The Birds’ and ‘Frenzy’
4. ………………………………….
An American director, producer, screenwriter, actor, and film historian, whose career spans more than half a century. Part of the New Hollywood wave of filmmaking, he is widely regarded as one of the most significant and influential filmmakers in cinema history. He has directed landmark films such as the thriller ‘Taxi Driver’ (1976), the biographical sports drama ‘Raging Bull’ (1980), the black comedy ‘The King of Comedy’ (1983), and the crime films ‘Goodfellas’ (1990) and ‘Casino’ (1995), all of which he collaborated on with actor and close friend Robert De Niro. Leonardo DiCaprio also stars frequently in films of this director. 
5. ………………………………….
He is an English professional footballer who plays for and captains both Manchester United and the England national team. He has played much of his career as a forward, but he has also been used in various midfield roles. Having him in the team, United have won the Premier League five times, the UEFA Champions League once, the FIFA Club World Cup once, the FA Community Shield four times, the Football League Cup twice and the FA Cup once. In September 2013, he scored his 200th goal for Manchester United. He made his senior international debut in February 2003 aged 17, becoming the youngest player to represent England and he is England's youngest ever goalscorer.

6. ………………………………….
When ‘Time’ magazine selected this British artist- graffiti master, painter, activist, filmmaker for its list of the world’s 100 most influential people in 2010, he found himself in the company of Barack Obama, Steve Jobs and Lady Gaga. His satirical street art and subversive epigrams combine dark humour with graffiti executed in a distinctive stenciling technique. His works of political and social commentary have been featured on streets, walls, and bridges of cities throughout the world. His work grew out of the Bristol underground scene, which involved collaborations between artists and musicians.  He says that he was inspired by ‘3D’, a graffiti artist who later became a founding member of the English musical group Massive Attack. 
7. ………………………………….
He was the world heavyweight champion from 1964 to 1967 and from 1974 to 1978. He had a very strong and confident personality, calling himself ‘he greatest’ and writing poetry about his victories. He is responsible for some of the most legendary moments in the ring. His incomparable work ethic, revolutionary techniques, and fearlessness towards standing up for his beliefs, all contribute to the legend. ‘He had fans in every city and village and ghetto on the planet; he was feted by foreign heads of state; the Beatles’ British invasion took a detour to come to him. The man who believes real success comes when we rise after we fall’ —President Barack Obama on the legend.
